	 The Greenhouse was dedicated in October, l987 and I started working “out of boxes” in an office in the Administration building 
across the street on 2/1/88.  As things progressed,
	 I moved to my little reception office in the greenhouse.  David Donlin, Sally Morgan and 
	 Rita Boris were all in one small office and Sally said I had the other office all to myself!
	 After being in an inside office at the workshop, where I was for approximately 9 years,
	 I can now watch the world go by with a view, just so it doesn’t go by very fast!  I enjoyed the beautiful grounds of  Agricultural 
Park, and still do!  Sally, Dave and Rita called themselves Jack, Chrissy and Janet from Three’s Company
	 Merlin Jenkins designed the offices in the greenhouse, which was donated to us.  It leaked so bad we had to have the roof 
covered several times, and it still leaks!  If we could only spread the water around, it would save on our watering with the hose!  We 
had no money and used anything we could to make money in the greenhouse.  I brought in a tent that we used in the sales area 
for a while.  At that time, the greenhouse was on the left side of the building and the ATF was on the right.  The ATF was comprised 
of about two large areas and a lunchroom with no division of rooms.  Pam Leymeister ran the program, with Pam Adrian as her 
assistant.   There was a large foyer area inside the front door which I decorated with furniture I found in the attic of the old Children’s 
Home and tried to have a pleasant reception area.  Over the years, this area was changed, made into several offices and small 
program areas and the reception area was lost with this remodeling.  They neglected to put heat in the ladies room, so we made 
lemons into lemonade.  We store the Easter flowers that have to be kept cool in this room, i.e. tulips and hyacinths, etc.  So we have 
a perfumed bathroom for a few weeks, even though you freeze using it in the Winter!  
	 I’ve worked in the greenhouse with Sally Morgan, Rita Boris, Bob Cox, Cindy Powanda, Michelle Yarnell, Senior Aide Curt Brower 
and his wife, Mary Winterroth Brower as a volunteer.  We also tried extended hours and had Sue Manning, Cindy Breiner and others 
working part time.  We’ve had many program specialists over the years, Dave Donlin, Rich Kovalesky, Marie Challenger., Yvonne 
Rasor, Connie Lupatsky, Chris Heller, Julianne Vuksta, Lisa Sanphy and presently, Patty Schultz.  I’m sure I’m not remembering all 
of them.  We’ve tried many things to market the greenhouse and the business has grown steadily over the years.

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Eldergarden 
The Golden group in Eldergarden made 
these cookies and they are very tasty.  
It is an easy recipe and the cookies stay 
soft because of the pudding.

Easy Pudding Cookies
Makes: about 3-1/2 doz. or 42 servings,
1 cookie each

Ingredients: 
1 cup (2 sticks) butter or margarine, 
softened 
1 cup packed Splenda brown sugar 
1 pkg. (3.9 oz.) JELL-O Chocolate Sugar  
       Free Instant Pudding 
2   eggs 
2 cups flour 
1 tsp.  Baking soda 
1 pkg. (6 squares) BAKER’S White 
Chocolate, chopped (optional)

HEAT oven to 350°F. Beat butter and 
sugar in large bowl with mixer until light 
and fluffy. Add dry pudding mix; beat until 
blended. Add eggs; mix well. Gradually 
add flour and baking soda, beating until 
well blended after each addition. Stir in 
chocolate. 

DROP tablespoons of dough, 2 inches 
apart, onto baking sheets. 

BAKE 10 to 12 min. or until edges are 
lightly browned. Cool 1 min. on baking 
sheets; remove to wire racks. Cool 
completely.
